Beginning January 2009, you will only be able to obtain five (5) training hours outside of the face-to-face training sessions.  The five (5) hours may include online training or by viewing a movie or video and answering related questions.  The remaining fifteen (15) hours must be obtained by attending an actual training session.  Please plan accordingly so that your foster home will be in compliance with all regulations.
