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Strawbridge School Programs

Middle School Program

Our middle school program targets students in 5th – 8th grade. Students focus on acquiring academic skills in the main content areas including Reading, Science, Math, and Social Studies. In addition to core curriculum courses, students also participate in extracurricular courses such as Music, Art, and Physical Education. To best prepare our students for the academic demands of high school, each student participates in a daily supplemental reading class. 

Certificate Program

Our certificate program is intended to meet the needs of students pursuing a Maryland Certificate of Completion. These students are exposed to a modified general curriculum in the areas of Math, Science, Social Studies, and English. In addition to their core classes, students are also exposed to classes targeting functional living and life skills. Students can enjoy the benefits of participating in community-based learning which allows them to practice in the community the everyday life skills they learn in the classroom setting.

High School Program

The concentration of our high school program is academic achievement while meeting the needs of our students who require additional behavioral and emotional support. Strawbridge high school students are seeking a Maryland State High School Diploma and we see to it that students meet unique county requirements. Each student is required to participate in core content classes, electives, and vocational classes. In addition to their academic requirements, students are also tested under the Maryland High School Assessment schedule. 

Hybrid High School Program

Our hybrid program is a highly individualized and supportive self-contained classroom model. Students have access to the core content teachers but without the transitioning of a typical high school class. Strawbridge high school students are seeking a Maryland State High School Diploma and we see to it that students meet unique county requirements. Each student is required to participate in core content classes, electives, and vocational classes. In addition to their academic requirements, students are tested under the Maryland High School Assessment schedule. 

Vocational Program

Each of our certificate and high school students is exposed to our vocational program. As students enter Strawbridge School, they begin their vocational journey through a career exploration class where they sample each of the vocations offered. At the end of students’ first year they choose a vocation of choice and dependent upon team approval, declare this vocation as their major for the remainder of their school experience. Students follow a natural progression of leveled classes in the Automotive, Culinary Arts and Food Preparation, Horticulture and Print Shop fields. As students become more skilled in a field, their level of independence increases, leading them to a career in the field.
